Filling an appeal

If any Bidder or Prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or
omission of the Procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or
the Rules or the Guidelines issued thereunder, he may file an appeal to First
Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding Document with in a period of ten
days from the date of such decision or action, omission, as the case may be, clearly
giving the specific ground or grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

1. Correcting of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bipd is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will correct
arithmetical Errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall be prevail and the total price
shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit Price, in which case the obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected;

- if there is an error in total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, the

subtotals shall be corrected;; and

if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall be
prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in
prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic errror, in
which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) and (i) above.

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the correction of

errors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Security shall be forfeited or its Bid

2. Procuring Entity's Right to Vary Quantities

At the time of award of contract, the quantity of Goods, works or services originally
specified in the Bidding Document may be increased or decreased by a specified
percentage, but such increase or decrease shall not exceed twenty percent, of the
quantity specified in the Bidding Document. It shall be without any change in the unit
prices or other terms and conditions of the Bid and the conditions of contract.

ii. If the Procuring Entity does not procure any subject matter of procurement or procures

less than the quantity specified in the Bidding Document due to change in
Circumstances, the Bidder shall not be entitled for any claim or compensation except
otherwise provided in the conditions of the Contract.
